Drumming and Prayer Service

There is a special magic that happens when people gather to drum together, especially as a spirit-focused community.  As individual drummers, we join with, we find, we listen for, the rhythm that wants to come forth, and we ride it together like a wave, carried along in its joy.  Together we experience the way each 'drum song' gathers itself, grows and expresses, and naturally resolves.  A participant in one service recently shared his delight in discovering how his own individual rhythm, which he had felt was nothing special, fit into and enhanced the communal rhythmic gumbo -- he could literally hear his unique contribution to the community.  
 
We do lots of drumming, some sitting together mindfully in silence, a little speaking when Spirit moves us, and there is no set formula: it's all about showing up together to "make a joyful noise."  You don't have to be a "Drummer" to come play -- if you heart beats and your lungs breather, you got rhythm.  all you need to bring is your willingness to play, and to be play-upon by the Universal Rhythm Maker. (Of course, you have a drum, rattle, bells, a voice, bring those along!)
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
